Eligibility Requirements 

1. Motor must meet or exceed NEMA Premium™ efficiency standards (See 

Table) and offer the following features: 

¶ Single-speed, AC polyphase, squirrel cage induction  

¶ NEMA Design A or B, continuous rated   

¶ Synchronous speeds of 3600, 1800 or 1200 rpm  

3. The nameplate of the new motor must clearly state the National Electrical 

Manufacturers Association (NEMA) nominal premium efficiency  

4. Rebates apply only to new motors (not rewound or repaired motors). 

5. Incentives over $1,000 or for more than 20 motors require pre-approval 

6. Minimum operation of motor is 2000 hours per year.  Agricultural motors 

used for ventilation or dairy (pump and chiller) operations are exempt.  

7. Motor must be approved for the specific application and operating envi-

ronment. 

Agricultural Requirements  

Agricultural customers must meet above requirements plus the following: 

1. Fixed motors must have permanent wiring (not wired with plug and cord).  

2. Movable equipment and equipment that vibrates during operation should 

be wired with flexible cord (Type SE or SJE) or liquid tight flexible non-

metallic conduit. Conductors with stranded wires should be used.  

3. Outdoor equipment such as floating pumps or aerators should be wired 

with Type STJEW, SEW or STEW flexible cord. Do not use submersible 

pump cable -sunlight can quickly destroy the insulation. 

4. Enclosed motors designed for farm service are required.

The Cooperative makes no warranties, expressed or implied, with respect to 

equipment operation, material, workmanship or manufacturing.  The Coop-

erative does not guarantee that a certain level of energy or cost savings will 

result from the use of products covered by this program.  

Limitation of Liability:  

Participating members agree that the Cooperative’s liability, in connection 

with this Program, is limited to paying the Program Incentive specified 

(when all Terms and Conditions have been satisfied by the customer). Under 

no circumstances shall the Cooperative be liable for any consequential or 

incidental damages resulting from participation in this Program. The Coop-

erative will not be responsible for any tax liability that may be imposed on 

the member as a result of the payment of Program Incentives.  

Participating Memberôs Certification:  

Participating member certifies that he/she purchased and installed the equip-

ment listed in their application at their defined location served by the Coop-

erative. Participating member agrees that all information is true and that he/

she has conformed to all of the program and equipment requirements listed in 

the application. 

Program Changes/Termination:  

While this rebate program will be in effect for an indefinite period, the Coop-

erative reserves the right to extend, modify (this includes incentive levels) or 

terminate this Program without prior or further notice.  The member is re-

sponsible for checking with the Cooperative to determine whether the pro-

gram has been changed or is still in effect. 

Other Conditions 

The Cooperative reserves the right to inspect installations before issuing the 

rebate. If the application does not comply with the Cooperative’s rules and 

qualifications, the rebate amount may be adjusted. 

Members must apply for rebates within 6 months of the purchase date (as 

shown on the customer’s invoice) and no later than 3/31/2011.  Past eligibil-

ity, however, does not guarantee that equipment will meet criteria for current 

programs in effect.
